Keeping In Mind Last Month’s Thought...

Last month we presented here 10 prineiples of economics which, to our way of thinking, are inesean-
able if our way of life is to operate successfully. They dealt primarily with the physical movements of things,
the role of government, management, capital, labor, and the significance of money in our economic lite.

Thiz month we are presenting some of the basic natural laws by which man makes progress econom-
ically. These deal primarily with the nature of human nature. There are 10 of them. If they cannot all be
gotten in this month we’ll finish them next month. If we understand the material contained in these two
groups, we should be able to see much more clearly the true significance of current events, What iz more to

the point, we should be able to make it clear to other necple,

The Law of Freedom: Of all God’s ereations man, alone, was endowed with free will.
For this reason man does his best work in an atmosphere of freedom, freedom to
choose his labor and {o freely use the fruits thereof. Only freedom release all of
man's potential energies.

The Law of Cooperation: Man cannot prosper alone in a modern economy because
he performs only a part of the production process. His work is done as a member
of a team, and, unless the whole team prospers, no member can DrOSHEr.

The Law of Ineguality: No human beings are exactly equal in mental and physical
ability, To make the best use of its human resources an economy must accept this
fact and must provide opportunity for each man to do what ke can do hest,

The Law of Compromise: Prosperity requires harmony among men, Harmony re-
gquires compromise based on good faith and the Golden Rule. Without cOmpromise
man 18 confronted either with anarchy or government force.

The Law of Compensation: Men heing unequal, their potential economic contribu-
tions are unequal and there must, therefore, be inequality of reward. The natural
way to arrive at the monetary value of any particular ability iz throu zh the law of
supply and demand: let the free market decide. Perfect “fairness” is impossible, but
the free market method is the closest that man has found.

The Law of Responsible Authority : Responsibility without authority generates timid-
ity, indecision, and caution to the point of inactivity, Authority without responsibil-
ity generates carelessness, arrvogance, favoritism, and potentially disastrous deci-
sions., Responsibility with authority generates balanced judgment, respect for the
opinions of others, justice in personal decisions, and prudent planning.

Muarch roared in like a lion and kept
right on roaring. In fact, we had more
winter in March than' in the rest of the
winter season. That snow that fell on the
third of March did & lot of good as for os
the water table s concerned—and the
water table is every one's ocomeerm. Alost
of the snow melied slowly and soaked into
the ground in this section of the state, but
up eountry in the mountains most of it
ran off carrying lots of top =0l and debris
with it—even caused some fooding.

The Delpware River in front of the yard
has been o coffee-brown for some time at
this writing. Most of the pre-sesson trout
stocking has been delayed as a result of
the late snow. Since the first of the vear
there hos been upwards of two feet on the
level in most of the northern part of the
slate. Lots of strepms and lakes hadn't
been stocked by the tenth of the month.
This should leave more troat for in-season
stocking which is mush better anyhow.

The zo-called sporismeén who follow the
hatchery trucks wot'l take many of the
new-stocked fish if they have been well
fed before they are loaded in the trucks.
They con go two or three days without
needing any food depending on the tem-
perature of the water. As a result of this,
they won't notice anyvthing offered to them
for at leasl 43 hours after being relessed,

I =aw this happen at the annual picnic
of a gun elul I'm o member of. Each year
we would steck 150 trout in about a half
mile: of Valley Creek where it flowed
through the meadow where we held the
plenke. A couple of years we stocked #
day before the picnie but when the pic-
nickers -hordly caught any ftrout they
clalmed we didn't stock any. So at the
last plende we put the frout in right before
their eves,

The only ones caught were two that
were Toul hooked and six thal were token
by a “sportsman' with an improvised gaff,
Hiz grpument was that he had pald his
two bucks for a plenic tlcket and he wos
going Lo get his share of those trout. There
happened to be two deputy fish wardens,
members of the elub, at the picnic. When
they gol wind of what was going on they
pinched him and he was fined 54500 and
costs for six illegally caught trout. The
total fine eould have and should have been
mate, the wardens claim, bul then the
poar fellow didn't know any better.

Hatehery trout are ralsed on food pel-
lets. That is one reason they will hit sal-
mon_ eggs when they won't hit anything
elze. The eggs look like pellets.

Last year one day three of us had beepn
fishing pn well-known frout stream  in
Bradford County most of the day with
hardly any success, Two of us had been
using worms and both wef and dry flies.
The other lad wouldn't touch any kind of
boit—he ls a purdst when {8 comes to trout
fishing, He ties all his own, too! The three
of us were all trying our darndest at cne

Now here's one for small mouth bass
when nothing else seems to work. Put a
large, ripe, biackberry on vour hook es-
pecially i there are blackberry bushes
with ripe berries growlng over the water,
Hellgramites are usually a sure-fire bass
bait but sometimes they don't seem Lo ED
Ior them. But put two on your hook boclk
to hack—it might put same bass in your
creel,

Changing the subject & little—it sure is
nice to see s0 much small same around,
There are more phessant, rabbils and
doves this spring than I ever remember.
With normal weather for the next two or
three months during the nesting and
breeding seascn, we should have an over-
abundance of game come next foll, As =
result, we should get that 5-weeks small
pame season the game commission hosz
promised with o preat big “IF” . .. that is
“IF" we have a good breeding and nesting
period. Let's all keep our fingers crossed,

nights before Easter, About B85 miles round
trip and in that distance we counted 21
live rabbits, and § dead ones a1l of which
had been killed that evening, There's
hardly 4 morning eomine to work thal we
don't see ot least one Tabbit kllled along
the road. ¥es, there are lons of game
wasted every year on the highways that
should have been bagped the provious
5EAE0.
